Research Security Training (Combined Course)
This will walk you through completing the Research Security Training required by the Department of Energy, National Science Foundation and National Institutes of Health in accordance with Section 10634 of the CHIPS and Science Act of 2022 (42 U.S.C. § 19234).  For most individuals, the condensed Combined Course is sufficient.
There is a full 4-module, 4-hour training (Long Course) available at https://www.nsf.gov/research-security/training.
Alternatively, a condensed 1-hour training (Combined Course) is available, which this guide will cover.
Step 1: Navigate to CITI
Step 2: Click ‘Log In’ at the top right of the page.

- Provide a copy of your certificate to the Pre-Award staff member assisting you with your grant application.
